1. Background

Academic integrity is a fundamental institute
value. Through the honest completion of
academic work, students sustain the integrity of
the Institute while facilitating the Institute’s
imperative for the transmission of knowledge
and culture based upon the generation of new
and innovative ideas.

These standards require personal integrity, a
commitment to honesty without compromise, as
well as truth without equivocation and a
willingness to place the good of the community
above the good of the self. Obligations once
undertaken must be met, commitments kept.

Failure to uphold the standards of academic
integrity threatens both the reputation of
Skoltech and the value of the degrees awarded to
its students. Every member of the Skoltech
community therefore bears responsibility for
ensuring that the highest standards of academic
integrity are upheld.

It is an important principle behind scientific
progress to build on the work of others, in order
to acquire knowledge and show credibility. It is
important to clearly indicate the ways in which
the work of others has been used, always
following the scientific conventions for citation
and referencing. In the Skoltech graduate
education, students will learn the knowledge,
skills and habits to use sources, published as
well as unpublished, correctly and transparently
when collaborating and sharing their knowledge
with each other and within the academic
community.

The international scientific community is greatly
concerned about academic misconduct because it
is a threat to the integrity of the scientific
endeavor, and the reputation of a researcher who
violates these principles is quickly destroyed.
Likewise, the assessment of student learning
within the education relies on assignments,
whose integrity against cheating, for instance
through plagiarism, must be protected.

Disciplinary measures are therefore taken
against attempts to deceive during examinations
or when academic work is assessed. This
regulation is thus enforced in order to protect the
quality and credibility of degrees awarded at
Skoltech, and in order to ensure that Skoltech

graduates are able to comply with the
conventions of the scientific community.

2. What is academic misconduct?
At Skoltech honesty and integrity are

fundamental values that guide and inform us as
individuals and as a community. Our culture
requires that each student takes responsibility for
learning and for products that reflect their
intellectual potential, curiosity, and capability.
Students must represent themselves truthfully,
claim only work that is their own, acknowledge
their use of others' works, research results, and
ideas, using the methods accepted by the
appropriate academic disciplines and engage
honestly in all academic assignments. Anything
less than total commitment to honesty
circumvents the contract for intellectual
enrichment that students have with the Institute
to become an educated person, undermines the
efforts of the entire academic community, and
diminishes the value of an education for
everyone, especially for the person who cheats.
Both students and faculty are responsible for
ensuring the academic integrity of Skoltech.

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Misunderstanding of appropriate academic
conduct will not be accepted as an excuse for
academic misconduct. If a student is in doubt
about appropriate academic conduct in a
particular situation, he or she should consult
with the Course Instructor to avoid the serious
charge of academic misconduct.

Cheating, plagiarism, unauthorized
collaboration, deliberate interference with the
integrity of the work of others, fabrication or
falsification of data, and other forms of
academic misconduct are considered serious
offenses for which disciplinary penalties can be
imposed.

The list of examples below is not exhaustive of
what can be defined as academic misconduct.

Cheating: Cheating is defined as “using
unauthorized notes, study aids, or information on
an examination”. The examples of cheating
include but are not limited to the below.

Lying in order to extend a deadline or gain some
other special advantage.

Misrepresenting a family or personal situation to
get an extension.

Using prohibited resources during a test or other
academic work.

Forging a faculty member’s signature on a
permission form and/or add/drop form.

Falsifying data or claiming to have done
research the student did not do.

Claiming work of others as your own by
deliberately not citing them.

Assisting another student in doing any of the
above.

Plagiarism: Plagiarism is defined as “submitting
someone else’s work as one’s own”. The list of

Pretending that somebody else's work is yours so
that you can get a higher grade than your own
work merits.

Copying of text, solutions to problems, computer
program code, drawings, diagrams and pictures
without acknowledging the copied material and
citing the source.

Using ideas, data or other material without
specifying the source.

Translating a piece of work without stating the
original source.

Summarizing or rewriting a text without
essentially changing the original. When the
source material is rewritten in the student’s own
words (paraphrased), the student’s text must still
include indications of the original source.

Closer cooperation with other students than is
allowed in the particular task, using another
student’s discoveries and insights without
specifying this, copying other students’ work
without acknowledgment, or allowing other
students to copy one’s own work.

Fabrication: Fabrication is falsifying or
inventing any information, data or citation;
presenting data that were not gathered in
accordance with standard guidelines defining the
appropriate methods for collecting or generating
data and failing to include an accurate account of
the method by which the data were gathered or
collected.

"Invented" information may not be used in any
academic endeavor without notice to and
authorization from the instructor or examiner. It
would be improper, for example, to analyze one
sample in a survey and covertly "invent" data
based on that single survey for several more
required analyses.

Retaining, possessing, using or circulating
previously given examination materials, where
those materials clearly indicate that they are to
be returned to the instructor at the conclusion of
the examination.

Intentionally obstructing or interfering with
another student's academic work.

Otherwise undertaking activity with the purpose
of creating or obtaining an unfair academic
advantage over other students' academic work.

Damaging, removing, or otherwise harming
another student's work or Skoltech materials and
systems to affect the academic performance of
others.

Unauthorized Access to computerized academic
or administrative records or systems. Viewing or
altering computer records, modifying computer
programs or systems, releasing or dispensing
information gained via unauthorized access, or
interfering with the use or availability of
computer systems or information.

Due to the fact that the definitions are not
exhaustive, each case will be judged by duly
appointed representatives of Skoltech according
to its merits.

3. Handling cases of academic misconduct

3.1 Cases that are handled within a course
(not reported for disciplinary measures)

Measures should always be taken in all cases of
academic misconduct. Some academic offenses
by students may be handled directly between the
faculty member and student, possibly with the
assistance of the Dean of Education office. It is
always the Lead Instructor that decides how to
handle cases of academic misconduct in a
course, within the guidelines specified here.

Misconduct within tasks which are not (yet)
submitted for assessment, such as drafts
submitted for formative feedback only, cannot
be reported for disciplinary measures. When the
case is discovered in a preliminary stage, the
student should be clearly warned to make the
final submission after the work has been fully
corrected or redone. It is recommended to record
this warning in writing and to be specific about

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what needs to be done with the assignment.

When a faculty member believes that a student
has violated the expected standards of academic
conduct, it is generally advisable to arrange a
private meeting with the student as soon as
possible. The request for a meeting should be in
writing. At this meeting, the faculty member
should explain the reason for believing that a
breach of academic honesty has occurred and to
give the student the opportunity to respond fully
to all allegations. Appropriate effort should be
made during this meeting to avoid an
atmosphere in which the student feels harassed.

As a result of the discussion between the faculty
member and the student, the faculty member
may conclude that the student has, in fact,
behaved dishonestly and may wish to take some
further action.

The consequences should be appropriate in
relation to what can be expected of the students
given the stage of the education that they are in
and the information they have received on this
matter.

The consequences should reflect the seriousness
of the act, its effects on the quality of the work,
its effects on other students (for instance in
group work), and its effects on the value of the
assignment as evidence of fulfillment of the
stated learning outcomes.

Within a class, the instructor determines what
action is appropriate to take. Such action may
include:

Requiring the student to redo the assignment for
a reduced grade;

Assigning the student a failing grade for the
assignment;

Assigning the student a failing grade for the
class.

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For a research project, the supervisor determines
what action is appropriate to take. Such action
may include:

Terminating the student's participation in the
research project.

The case of academic misconduct is noted in the
Academic Misconduct Incident Report signed by
the faculty member and the student.

If the faculty member handles the case, the
faculty member should inform the student that if
he or she disagrees with the faculty member's
disposition of the incident, it can be reviewed by
the Disciplinary Board.

3.2 Cases that are reported for disciplinary
measures

Faculty member may decide to bring the case to
the Disciplinary Board for resolution on the
basis of such factors as the severity of the
offense; the attitude of the student, and the
amount of uncertainty that exists over the facts
should be taken into account.

Such cases when the offense was handled within
a class but the student disagrees with the faculty
member’s decision can also be brought to the
Disciplinary Board. This process should be
initiated by the student.

In order for disciplinary action to be decided it
must be clearly shown that:

Skoltech has made the rules available to
students,

The offense constitutes a threat to the integrity
of an assessed task,

The student has a right to be heard by the
Disciplinary Board and must be notified of the
time and place of the meeting at least 3 days in
advance.

The Disciplinary Board may decide that
disciplinary action is to be taken. The
disciplinary measures that can be taken are all
listed above in section 3.1 and as well as:

If the Disciplinary Board handles the case, its
decision is final unless the committee
recommends that the student be expelled, in
which case the final sanction is decided by the
President.

The Disciplinary Board consists of:
The Dean of Education,
Two student representatives appointed by the
student governing body.
Three other members, appointed by the President
including at least one Faculty member and a
representative of the legal office.

4. Responsibilities
4.1 The student’s responsibilities
All students must carry out their tasks so that
their work truthfully and honestly reflects the
student’s own work. The students are
responsible for:

Finding out what rules apply for solving the task
and complying with the teachers’ instructions on
how the work of others is possible/ permissible
to use;

Using the work and words of others as support in
the development of their own academic work.
When the student uses work that others have
done, this must be specified in the piece of work
he/she presents;

Being able, in their presented work, to
demonstrate personal learning and achieved
results. In cases where others have contributed to
the final work to a large extent, this must be
stated;

Requesting clarification if it is not clear how the
work of others is to be used and presented, and
how much collaboration with other students is
permitted;

Seeking supplementary guidance if he/she lacks
the necessary academic or practical skills to do
the work.

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4.2. The Course Instructor’s responsibilities

The instructor’s responsibility encompasses
Skoltech students at all levels. The course lead
instructor has the ultimate responsibility for the
integrity of the assessment of student learning in
the course (curriculum element).

When it is appropriate and necessary in the
course, the instructors should:

Provide students with information and advice on
all aspects of academic conduct, including how
to avoid academic offense. This is to be done at
the very beginning of the course to allow the
students enough time to understand and apply
the rules;

Take into account the varying learning
backgrounds of the students, since this may
affect their attitude to the university’s practices
and expectations with regard to academic
conduct;

Explain what scientific writing involves where
applicable; e.g. in conjunction with a form of
examination;
Ensure that the
reference systems;
Inform students that they must be able to show
what they themselves have contributed in the
final presentation of a task solved by several
students together. It must be clear from the
instructions that the task requires activity and
contribution from everyone in the group. The
students must be made aware that even in group
work some forms of cooperation are not
permissible;

Give clear and detailed instructions on how and
when the work is to be carried out by the student
in individual assignments;

Regularly update their own knowledge on how
academic misconduct cases can be detected and
handled;

Inform the students that plagiarism checks are
applied, for example, by the use of text matching
tools;

Where appropriate, apply strategies for
designing courses and assignments to avoid
plagiarism;

4.3 The responsibilities of the Dean of
Education

The Dean of Education has overarching
responsibility for ensuring that Skoltech has a
strategy and a process that create conditions for
students to develop the skills and knowledge
expected of them and that at the same time
prevent academic misconduct.

The Dean of Education must:

Appoint a contact person who can give advice
and guidance to instructors on issues, which
concern academic integrity. The contact person
will work proactively along with instructors to
develop good practices and spread information
on how best to help students avoid academic
misconduct;

Plan the degree programs so that information on
academic integrity is provided as the students
progress through the entire educational program
so that they neither miss information nor receive
it too often;

Implement the academic integrity regulations,
and follow up and evaluate how the regulations
are observed;

Provide text-matching tools for the detection of
plagiarism and regularly evaluate and check how
the system is used;

Inform and guide all parties about academic
misconduct and the measures taken to prevent it
from happening, and to detect and handle cases.
