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2.3.4. Student international
cooperation

Development of international
cooperation, including cooperation in
the framework of the Skoltech
international student community, is an
important area of work in Skoltech.

One of the fundamental tools for
ensuring an inclusive international
environment in Skoltech is the
implementation of educational

programs in English.

Academic mobility is one of the main
tools for developing Skoltech’s
international cooperation. Academic
mobility as an international activity and
a part of the internationalization process
of Skoltech opens up an opportunity for
students, teachers and managerial staff
to relocate to other higher education
educational establishments in order to
exchange experience, obtain new
knowledge, and implement joint
projects. The grounds, procedures and
conditions of academic mobility are
regulated by local regulatory documents
of Skoltech: the Regulations on
Academic Mobility and the Regulations
on Students’ Academic Traveling. The
goals of academic mobility include:
education quality improvement,
introduction of new educational forms
and technologies, participation in the
international system of education,
