1. GENERAL PROVISIONS
1.1. This Regulation establishes the key
objectives, composition, authority and

operating procedure of the Appeals Board for
consideration of appeals following the
entrance exams during the admission for
study under the educational MSc programs,
PhD programs in Skolkovo Institute of
Science and Technology (hereinafter referred
to as ‘Institute”), during the organization and
holding of entrance exams in the Institute.

1.2. The Appeals Board of the Institute is set
up to organize and support consideration of
appeals to the results of the entrance exams
for the purpose of compliance with the
uniform requirements for the evaluation of

examination papers and settlement of
disputes.
1.3. This Regulation is developed in

accordance with Federal Law No. 273-FZ ‘On
Education in the Russian Federation’ and
other regulatory normative acts governing the
admission for study under the educational
MSc programs and PhD programs; the
Charter of the Institute and Institutional
policies.

2. COMPOSITION OF THE
APPEALS BOARD

2.1. The Appeals Board is formed for each
appeal filed by the applicant. If several
applicants file appeals to the results of the
same entrance exam, the Appeals Board shall
be formed for studying all of such appeals.
The composition of the Appeals Board shall
be approved by the order of the President or
other person authorized by the latter on the
day when the applicant files an appeal to the
results of the entrance exam.

2.2. The Appeals Board shall be formed out of
the most experienced and competent members
of faculty conducting teaching activity in the
academic subject areas corresponding to the
subjects of entrance exams. The Appeals
Board may include employees from other
organizations. Normally, the Appeals Board
shall not include members of the examination
boards who took part in the entrance exam the
results of which appealed, and persons with
the conflict of interest that may hinder
unbiased review of appeals from the
applicants.

2.3. The Appeals Board shall include:
2.3.1. Chairman;
2.3.2. Members of the Appeals Board.

2.4. The Chairman shall organize work of the
Appeals Board, allocate responsibilities
among the members of the Appeals Board,
and control its work. The Chairman of the
Appeals Board is appointed by the order of the
President.

2.5. If the Board member incurs / discovers
any conflict of interest, such member shall
notify the Chairman of the Board about this
situation. The Chairman of the Board, after
studying the report of the board member, shall
have a right to abstain him/her from studying
the appeal or to stop his/her membership in
the Appeals Board.

2.6. If the Chairman of the Board incurs /
discovers any conflict of interest, such
member shall notify the President about that.
The President, after studying the report of the
Chairman of the Board, shall have a right to
abstain him/her from studying the appeal or to
stop his/her membership in the Appeals
Board.

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3. AUTHORITY

3.1. The Appeals Board has the following
authorities:

e To receive and study appeals related
to the violation, in the applicant’s
opinion, of the established procedure
of the entrance exam, and/or to the
disagreement with the mark for the
entrance exams;

e To determine the conformance of the
content, structure, complexity level
of the examination variants of the
entrance exams to the programs of
entrance exams developed and
published on the official website of
the Institute;

e To check evaluation of entrance
exams according to the criteria
developed by the Examination Board
- To listen to the applicant who filed
an appeal at the meetings of the
Appeals Board,;

o To decide on changing or not
changing the evaluation results
following the consideration of the
appeal - To inform the applicant who
filed an appeal of the decision taken.

4. REVIEW OF APPEALS

4.1. An appeal shall be filed by the applicant
personally in writing on the day when the
results of the entrance exam are announced or
during the next business day.

4.2. A meeting of the Appeals Board shall be
convened upon decision of the Chairman of
the Appeals Board.

4.3. An appeal shall be reviewed within five
business days after it is filed.

4.5. The obligations of members of the
Appeals Board include timely and unbiased
review of appeals.

4.6. Decisions of the Appeals Board shall be
taken by simple majority vote and recorded in
the minutes signed by the Chairman of the
Appeals Board.

4.7. Following the review of the appeal, the
Appeals Board shall make a decision on
changing or not changing the evaluation
results for the entrance exam.

4.8. The decision of the Appeals Board shall
be communicated to the applicant (his/her
authorized representative) in the way enabling
confirmation of its receipt (against signature,
via e-mail with acknowledgement of
delivery), and shall be kept in the applicant’s
personal records.

4.9. The decision of the Appeals Board is final
and shall not be revised.
