1.4 Final Discipline assessment is aimed to
assess the level of student’s performance in a
Discipline on the whole. The final Discipline
grade is normally calculated using a weighted
sum of grades for individual ongoing assessment
assignments and for additional criteria,
including the student’s activity during class,
attendance, and others. The methodology for
calculating the final Discipline grade is
described in the Discipline’s syllabus.

Final Discipline assessment grades, including
assessment of selected Master and PhD
Disciplines listed in Sections 5 and 6 of the
Regulations, are recorded in the gradebook in
LMS on the last day of the Term or on the day of
the final assessment. If necessary, the possibility
to correct the grade in the LMS remains within
the next five working days. After this period, the
gradebook for this Discipline is closed, and the
grades are transferred to the students' academic
records in the SIS.

1.5 The order on ongoing and final Discipline
assessment, as well as its form, content and
assessment system, are the same for all the
students studying the Discipline, and are set
forth in the syllabus and must be communicated
to all the students by the course instructor during
the first class and in the LMS.

2. the decision to satisfy the appeal, if the
information about the violation of the
procedure for conducting the final
Discipline assessment was confirmed and
influenced the result. In this case, a decision
may be made to change the grade or to
provide the student with an opportunity to
retake in the presence of the director or
coordinator responsible for the
implementation of the course.
